Seventy years ago on November 9–10, the Nazis staged vicious attacks—or pogroms—against Jews in Germany in riots that came to be known as Kristallnacht or "Night of Broken Glass."

70th Anniversary of Kristallnacht

Encouraged by the Nazis, rioters burned or destroyed 267 synagogues and vandalized or looted 7,500 Jewish businesses. Kristallnacht marked a violent turn in the Nazis' anti-Jewish policy that culminated in the Holocaust. 

To commemorate the 70th anniversary of Kristallnacht the Museum has compiled resources for your own commemoration or classroom that include an online exhibition, eyewitness testimony, posters, photographs, videos, documents, maps, and more.

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Did You Know?

Since January, the Museum has conducted 7,000 archival searches for Holocaust survivors and their families in the International Tracing Service (ITS) collection, which includes records on 17.5 million victims of the Nazis. The Museum led a multiyear, international effort that finally succeeded in opening the German-based ITS in late 2007.
